South Wilmington St. and address some of our concerns:

The overcrowded bus stop at the corner of S.Wilmington St.
and Pecan Road, the length of time to get to Downtown.

The fact that there are no marked crosswalks on S. Wilmington and
S. Saunders Streets between [-440 and Tryon Road, in order to
safely board a bus to get downtown people must get on the
outbound bus and ride the entire loop into Garner - making the trip
over an hour instead of 10-15 minutes.
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The 2030 Comprehensive Plan for the City of Raleigh has been approved.
Now the Planning Department is working on the UDC (Uniform Development
Code).

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The City of Raleigh Street Maintenance Staff is responsible for resurfacing most
of the streets throughout the city. The city staff reviews the condition of the
streets periodically to identify those in need of repair. Meanwhile, the NCDOT is
responsible for maintaining approximately (200) miles of city streets. Those
streets maintained by NCDOT are resurfaced more frequently than the streets
maintain by the city. The state’s access to stimulus funds is the primary reason
for this discrepancy in street maintenance.

Also, it is important to remember not all streets in Raleigh are up to code with
curbing and gutters. If streets are not up to code, repaving occurs only when
homeowners along the street agree to pay for the repaving. After receiving a
commitment for homeowners for the initial repaving, the city automatically agrees
to pay for any future repaving projects. Carolina Pines Avenue is a prime
example of a City street that is not up to code. Homeowners agreed to pay for
the initial repaving project to bring the street up to code.
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Raleigh Parks and Recreation offers Youth Baseball and Softball leagues.
Baseball is offered for youth ages 5-18 and Softball is offered for ages 6-16.
Registration is February 15" through February 26" and will be held at all
community centers. The cost is $30 for city residents and $42 for non-city
residents.
